Parents

· Maintain punctuality for practices and game (before and after)
· All individual issues brought to coaching staff first, and not during practice or games
· Have a positive attitude
· Respect and adhere to the CSL Spectator Code of Conduct
TEAM PRACTICE RULES
· Attend all practices (unless ill or prior family obligation)

· Notify the coach if you cannot attend practice (as soon as you know)
· Practices, participation, hustle, unselfishness, equals playing time
· Be dressed and ready to practice 5 minutes prior to start time
· Follow and adhere to the gym use rules
· Water only at practice
· Try your best, work hard, and pay attention
· Play the whistle
· No profanity
· No verbal criticism directed at another player
· Be committed to your team.  The commitment you’ve made to your school team is as important as the commitment you’ve made to any other extracurricular activity you choose to do. Missing practices or games for reasons other than illness or school work is not cool.  Don’t over commit yourself.
GAME DAY RULES
· Make sure you have a ride to game

· Make sure you have your uniform and proper equipment – don’t expect MOM to do it! 
· Arrive 35 minutes prior to games
· Play hard and compete
· Pay attention to the game when you are not playing
· Cheer on teammates
· No arguing with officials - NEVER
· Demonstrate sportsmanship - NO TRASHTALKING OR TAUNTING
· Never make deliberate noise during free throws 
· We win and lose as a team
School Attendance Policy:  Student athletes must attend a minimum of ½ day the day of (weeknight games) or the day prior to (Saturday game days).  SCHOOL COMES FIRST.  If a child is sick, goes home from school sick, they will not be allowed to play the same day or Saturday if they went home on Friday.  If a child misses ½ day due to other reasons such as appointments, they will not be penalized.

TOTAL TEAM EFFORT IS REQUIRED!!!
· Be a Great ambassador for your school – people will judge our school by how your team acts.     Be an example of good sportsmanship and humility
· Be respectful of your surroundings, your coaches, your teammates, the fans, and the officials.

· Don’t be a ‘whiner’ out there on the court – meaning: don’t complain about the officials calls.     Don’t complain if your coach pulls you out of the game. Don’t over react to an opposing players foul – keep your head cool and stay calm.
· Never blame an official for losing the game – add up your missed shots, missed free throws and turnovers before you blame anyone else for your loss.

· Be a leader on and off the court
