Homework Policy – All homework should be done in a timely and neatly fashion.  Unless otherwise noted by the teacher, all homework is due the next day.  Homework that is late will be worth no more than 50%.  Students receive one (1) free homework pass each trimester.  This pass can be used for a nightly homework assignment.  It may not take the place of a long term assignment, i.e.  book report, research paper or test.  Parents need to sign the homework planner each night to check that the homework has been completed. I am committed to having all assignments available for parents and students.  I will have the class homework on the class web page every day.  The homework will also be written on the white board, every day.  

Uniform Policy – All students should be in the correct uniform during the school day.  Notification will go home to the parent when the student is out of proper uniform.  (This includes not tucking in the shirt). The first infraction is a warning.  The second is loss of free dress privilege.  After three (3) infractions the conduct grade will be lowered.  Please review the St. John’s Handbook, especially in the area of uniform and acceptable clothing and hair.  I strictly enforce the Handbook.
Behavior Policy – My goal is to create an environment which is stimulating and safe for your child.  This includes assisting children in making appropriate behavioral choices.  The desired classrooms rules are posted so that students know what is expected of them.  Students who continue to break the rules of the classroom will be dealt with on an individual basis. Failure to comply with the class rules will result in a parent/teacher meeting.  Bullying of any type is 
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inexcusable.  Any bullying will result in a conduct referral and parent/teacher meeting. 

Students can earn tickets for good behavior and for having their planner signed each week.  Each ticket is worth 5 points.

Classroom Policies – 

· Students need to come to class prepared.  Each student will have a pencil, eraser, pen, red pen and paper and stapler.
· Water bottles with a sport cap will be allowed. ONLY WATER IS ALLOWED IN THE CLASSROOM.  If a student chooses to use the water bottle in an inappropriate manner then that student will not have water in the classroom.

· I prefer that students use the bathroom at break and lunch.  
· A student who has an appointment during class time will need a note delivered or a phone call made by office staff to be excused.

· In the event of a fire drill or emergency our class will line up, exit the classroom down the outdoor stairs and line up at the back of the play yard.
